Scholarship Guidelines

 

 The Volunteers for Wausau Hospital will provide scholarships to graduating high school seniors entering undergraduate study.

 

1. Scholarship funds will be available up to $12,750 annually to eligible graduating high school students. Individual scholarships will be awarded in the amount of $750.00.

2. On an annual basis, the Volunteer Coordinator/Scholarship Chairman will recommend to the Aspirus Volunteer Board how many scholarships will be distributed to each school for that year. The board will vote on the recommendation.

3. The Youth Volunteer Coordinator/Scholarship Chairman will contact all schools to advise them of the number of scholarships to be awarded to their school, if any, and provide the schools with a list of candidates for the scholarship.

4. The scholarship committee of each school will make the selection based on the following:

A student must:

a) Be involved in volunteer activities sponsored by Aspirus Inc. to also include Rainbow”s End.

b) Be reliable, dependable, of high integrity, have leadership qualities, and relate well to staff and peers.

c) Be in good academic standing.

5. Financial need should not be a prerequisite in selecting the recipient unless choosing between equally qualified applicants.

6. Scholarship money will be sent directly to the school of the recipient”s choice. The scholarship will be available to the recipient for 15 months following the date of graduation.

7. Scholarship recipients must report to the Aspirus Volunteer Board after nearing completion of first semester to report on academic process and future pursuits. Failure to fulfill this requirement will result in the scholarship recipient not receiving scholarship monies awarded.

8. Monies will be dispersed between January and February following scholarship criteria being complete.

9. Every school that has volunteers is not guaranteed a scholarship.

Application Procedure:

Applicant should complete a Clubs & Co-Curricular Scholarship Application form, attach a current photograph and return it to the guidance office by the due date.

 

Selection Procedure:

a) The local scholarship committee will make the selection based on the above criteria and volunteer list provided by donor each year.
b) If a particular class does not have a graduate that meets above criteria Aspirus Wausau Hospital Youth Volunteer Coordinator will notify the school.

c) Aspirus Wausau Hospital Youth Volunteer Coordinator Scholarship Chairman will be notified after applicant(s) has been chosen

 

Scholarship Administration:

a) Scholarship will be presented to recipient by the chairman or her designate at Senior Recognition Night ceremony.

b) Donor is responsible for payment.

c) Scholarship money will be sent directly to the school of the recipient”s choice. The scholarship will be available to the recipient for 15 months following date of graduation.

d) Scholarship recipient must report to the Aspirus Volunteer Board within 12 months of receipt of scholarship to report on academic process and future pursuits. Failure to fulfill this requirement will result in scholarship recipient repaying scholarship monies awarded.

e) Monies will be dispersed between January and February following scholarship criteria being complete.
